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AbaF promotes private sector 
support for the arts through 
partnering and sponsoring, 
volunteering and giving. 

AbaF works with businesses large 
and small, professional artists 
and cultural organisations of 
all types, and individual donors, 
trusts and foundations. We provide 
information, advice, professional 
development and facilitate business 
volunteering and networking 
opportunities. Many of our  
services are free.

AbaF’s work is supported by a 
national council of senior business 
leaders who advocate private 
support for the arts, demonstrate 
best practice in business 
relationships with the arts, and 
contribute to AbaF’s operations.

AbaF operates through a network of 
state and territory chapters which 
advocate to, build the capacity 
of, and connect the business and 
cultural sectors. 

•	 The total value of private support 
in which AbaF has been directly 
involved is more than $28 
million nationally (this includes 
partnerships and sponsorships 
with, business volunteering for 
and donations to the arts). 

•	 AbaF professional development 
workshops and seminars build 
the capacity of arts managers  
and artists to negotiate 
partnerships, secure donations, 
strengthen business skills and 
run a sustainable organisation  
or practice.

•	 AbaF’s volunteering services, 
adviceBank and boardBank, 
facilitate the placement of 
business volunteers with arts 
organisations to build their 
business knowledge and skills.

•	 AbaF operates the Australia 
Cultural Fund to enable donors 
to make tax-deductible donations 
which are paid in full as grants to 
artists and cultural organisations. 

•	 AbaF conducts major research 
into the state of private support 
for the arts in Australia.

•	 The AbaF Awards recognise and 
honour best practice in private 
support for the arts. Finalists 
and winners are published in 
the annual AbaF Gold Book 
and presented as case studies 
to inform AbaF’s professional 
development.
