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Website Resources for Artists
One way of promoting your artwork is through a website. Many websites are now available that allow artists to exhibit their artwork online. They range from free community sites to arts portals, designed to attract potential collectors. 
The options available fall into three main categories, which are described below with a selection of examples. 
This list is not comprehensive, and you can search for many more websites that cater for artists with one of the major search engines (such as Google.com or Yahoo.com). Examples of key phrases to search with are:

· websites for artists,

· artist websites,

· art templates,

· website templates,

· online art galleries.

1. Template sites
These websites provide a series of templates that cater specifically for artists. They can be purchased online, are quickly set up, and are normally paid for in block periods of months or years. 

They offer a range of modifications to allow the artist to control some aspects of the ‘look’ of the site. Some allow the artist to update the site themselves whenever they like through a content management system, while others require that you email your material to the webmaster to upload for you. 
There are many sites, and following are a few examples:
· Art Hives 
www.arthives.com
Provides a simple template that allows artists to display approximately 100 images at any one time. Also allows artists to manage mailing lists, stock lists and biographies. Yearly fees apply with additional services available at extra cost.

· Foliolink




www.foliolink.com
Offers HTML and flash templates which can be mixed and matched with a range of colour schemes. The basic account allows 60 images to be uploaded, which are automatically resized for large and thumbnail view.  

· Homestead




www.homestead.com
Offering 2000 plus design templates for a range of industries, as well as an image library to add graphics to your site. Text style, pages, links and background colours are modifiable.

· Website for Artists 



www.websiteforartists.com
Offers approximately fifteen different templates designed for artists. Artists can add six images, a text page and an email link. Additional images and services are available at extra cost.

Artist Community sites
These are often free or affordable and allow artists to feature some of their art with contact details and a biography.

A community website where artists can have one free page which shows five images, a brief biography and contact details.
· NAVA
www.visualarts.net.au/gallery
A database of living Australian artists which allows artist s to upload 10 images, artist statement and contact details. The service is free to registered users. You can search the website by name, artform or location, or just browse through the artist gallery by using the search function.

· Saatchi Gallery

Your Gallery offers artists a profile including biography, eight images and online chatting. Free to register and allows an international profile.
· South Australian Living Artists 

www.salafestival.com
Offered as part of the South Australian Living Artist Festival website, this is a free service to South Australian artists to display images, a biography, contact details and generate invitations,
3. 
Portal sites
These websites are designed to encourage both artists and collectors to search and browse a range of artworks. Often the work can be purchased by contacting the artist directly. 
The artist pays a fee to exhibit works on these websites, and they sometimes list other art related services, such as framers or art suppliers.

· Arts Connect

A portal for multiple art forms including visual arts, performance, music and literature. Artists can purchase a standard or professional portfolio, allowing between 5 – 10 images and one page for text.
· Art Whats On 
www.artwhatson.com.au
Offers either gallery, artist or exhibition web pages which allow you to easily upload images, contact details and biography or text. A monthly, three monthly or yearly fee is paid and allows up to 100 images at a time to be displayed. You can promote both you work and any exhibition you are part of.
